We’re free of spring, and now Summer 
too. The baby birds have fledged, the 
fruit has fallen from the trees and rotted 
away, and pests are hungry. So that means 
they’re switching up their kai! They’re 
searching in new places, and being 
enticed into traps and bait stations a bit 
more easily. 

We are once again, as is typical for 
this time of year, hearing of more ferrets 
featuring in traps. Mostly in live traps, 
but also occasionally in DOC200s. The 
young kits are leaving the dens, with 
young females already pregnant. Yet, 
they are naïve to the environment around 
them and the dangers it presents, so are 
easier to entice into a trap with an easy 
feed of protein-based lure. If you have 
chickens, ducks, aviaries or pet rabbits 
that roam outside, make sure you have 
a trap of some sort for these killing 
machines, before they get going on your 
pets. 

We are also hearing reports of a surge 
in rat numbers. Two rats, when left to 
breed uncontrollably, and counting their 
offspring’s offspring, can easily become 
more than 1,000 in a years’ time. So, 
every rat we catch helps to stop the 
plague. 

On the contrary, possum catches appear 
to be slowing. Producing only 1-2 
offspring per year, each possum you 

catch can lead to population suppression 
really quickly. Stay on guard though! 
Newcomers are always searching for a 
new patch to call home. 

Part of restoring the mauri of the Wairoa 
River is about restoring biodiversity, 
increasing the abundance of native 
plants and animals. Reports from across 
the catchment indicate that kererū 
numbers are up - in some places they 
are beginning to flock again! It was once 
common to see flocks of 40 at a time, 
and we’re slowly getting back to that 
point. Kākā are becoming increasingly 
common. Kōkako are venturing closer 
to the property boundaries of the Hūnua 
Ranges, as seen with one near the Hūnua 
Falls last year, while we know Long 
Tailed Bats are flying across farmland, 
and even a tomtit has been spotted on a 
Hūnua property. 

If you want to continue to see these 
changes, and play your part in helping 
these species increase and flourish, 
consider doing some predator control 
on your property. We have upcoming 
drop-in events to help you understand 
what to do:

Since the weather events of January and 
February 2023, the Pōhutukawa Coast 
Community Response Team has been hard 
at work behind the scenes establishing its 
role within the community, developing 
plans, sourcing funding and securing 
assets - and now it is on the hunt for 
volunteers willing to join the team.

“When events  impact  our area, 
Community Response is reliant on 
members of the public, in part to reduce 
the reliance on first responder agencies 
and Auckland Emergency Management. 
This is as much about preparedness as it is 
about resilience and response,” says team 
member Yvonne Costar.

Yvonne says it has taken a long time 
for the team to complete the initial work 
required to set up a comprehensive 
emergency response organisation. “We 
wanted to get the structure correctly 
matched to our needs, and we are very 
proud of what we have accomplished to 
date, and very thankful for the support we 
have received from our communities in 
the form of resources, funding and time.”

Team leader Nick Cockrell says the team 
has now changed its name to Community 
Response Team (NZ), (CRT). “This was in 
part to simplify our name, but also because 
not all our communities in the Wairoa 
Region are a part of the Pōhutukawa 
Coast. This will allow each community to 
personalise their own team, and it enables 
us to expand past our current borders if 
needed,” says Nick.

The CRT hopes to create teams in each 
of the following communities: Whitford, 
Beachlands,  Maraetai ,  Clevedon, 
Kawakawa Bay, Ōrere Point, Hūnua, 
Paparimu, Ararimu.

“We know that some of these communities 
have groups in place that have been 
looking at how to offer community 
resilience and response in times of need. 
We are simply offering a structured and 
co-ordinated response. In time, trained 
and well-equipped teams will exist 
across the larger Wairoa catchment of the 
Franklin area,” says Nick.

The team is now actively recruiting 
volunteers and team leaders for each of 
the communities above.

Beachlands retreat provides care, comfort, and a place to heal
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Franklin Local Board has voted to spend $783,000 on kerb and channelling work 
in Beachlands. The funding came after Local Board Transport Capital funding was 
reinstated within Auckland Council’s Long Term Plan, giving local boards greater 
decision-making power over where transport funding is spent within their areas.

The board will spend the funding, plus any remaining unallocated budget for the 
term, on delivering kerb and channeling work in First View Ave (including footpath), 
Karaka Road (by the Beachlands Domain) and on a section of Second View Ave.

At this stage no timeframe has been set for the works, but Franklin Local Board 
member Malcolm Bell says he hopes the work will be done before the end of the year.
