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Lola the pony is enjoying an influx of carrots and apples
following her rescue from a large tomo (sinkhole) which
formed suddenly in Haoinua last Tuesday 9 June.

Her owner, Amanda Harrison, noticed Lola was missing
when she went to feed her herd of horses at 7am.

“I’d put her into the paddock the night before, but when
I went to feed her in the morning I couldn’t find her,” says
Amanda.

Lola had fallen into a large tomo which had opened up
overnight. While the entrance to the tomo was small, Lola
had somehow fallen through it, and down into an underground
hole large enough to accommodate a horse.

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The appearance of the tomo was a shock to Amanda.

“There is a spring nearby. But I’ve been here 20 years and
there have never been any tomos here, especially not right
up by the barn here. It’s obviously just eroded over the years,
it’s just bizarre where it is. It’s a massive cave - obviously
big enough to fit a horse.”

The Hiinua Fire Brigade, a local digger driver and a vet were
called to the scene, and began the tricky task of extracting
Lola from her predicament.

Brigade members dug around the hole by hand, with one

Six taken into custody following

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Scarbro has withdrawn its resource
consent application to establish a managed
fill site at 362 Jones Road, Hunua.

The application, lodged by Scarbro,
had been on hold under section 91A of
the Resource Management Act (RMA) at
the applicant’s request. That suspension
expired on 21 May 2026. With no move
from the applicant to restart the process,
council planners elected to press ahead.
However earlier this week Auckland
Council informed all parties involved that
Scarbro had withdrawn its application.

Auckland Council’s Head of Resource

Consents James Hassall said the
application for resource consent was
withdrawn at the applicant’s request.

“Accordingly, processing of the
application will cease,” says Hassall.

The development has drawn significant
community opposition.

Hunua Ararimu Paparimu Valley
Residents Association co-chairs Geraldine
Schnauer and Maxine Clayton say their
group was very pleased to learn of
Scarbros’ withdrawal.

“There was overwhelming opposition
from our community, with more than

500 submissions against it. We’d like to
thank everyone who took the time to write
one, as well as our local politicians who
played their part,” say the pair.

“Auckland Council’s own planning
officers recommended refusal over traffic
safety fears due to our narrow winding
roads (particularly through Hunua Gorge)
and potential impact on the rural character
of the area, while Watercare opposed it
due to possible contamination of Hays
Creek Dam catchment.”

HAPVRA is not celebrating just yet
though. The proposal has been lodged

under the government’s Fast-Track
Consenting process, where it will be
referred to a panel who will decide
whether the application will be accepted
for consideration.

“Common sense would say not, given
that Winstone’s Quarry, a viable alternative
with ample capacity is just Skm down the
road!” says HAPVRA.

“We’ll keep fighting. We have a
responsibility to our community and to all
of rural New Zealand. If this goes ahead,
nowhere will be safe.”

Clare Alder wins Franklin Local Board Wairoa subdivision by-election

Bombay resident Clare Alder has been
elected the newest member of the Franklin
Local Board, taking up the seat vacated
by former member Malcolm Bell, who
resigned earlier this year due to ill health.

Clare’s 1630 votes were enough to secure
the by-election win, narrowly edging out
former Waiuku College Principal Tom Van
der Laan who won 1520 votes.

Voting across the Franklin region was
subdued, with just 17% of residents
returning completed voting papers.

Clare will undertake governance training
over the next few weeks, and will be
sworn in as an official member of the
board later this month.

“[Franklin Local Board Chair] Alan Cole

has said he’ll take me under his wing,
and I’1l be taking guidance and learning
from existing members,” she says. “I’ve
also attended a few community group
meetings, so I’ve already met quite a few
local residents.”

Clare has spent most of her life in rural
Franklin. She and husband Max raised
their family in Ardmore for 14 years, and
she says she understands what day-to-day
life looks like in Beachlands, Maraetai,
Clevedon and surrounding communities.

One of the immediate issues she is keen
to be involved with is the Jones Road
landfill application.

“I’m keen to support Huinua locals with
their landfill fight,” she says.

In an interview with the PC Times
earlier this year, Clare said she planned
to focus on making sure development and
population growth works well for locals,
and that rural road maintenance including
clearing of road drains and vegetation
would be given priority.

Small business support and facilities and
services were also high on her list.

Clare will join fellow Franklin Local
Board Wairoa subdivision representatives
Amanda Hopkins (Whitford) and Alix
Bonnington (Beachlands) in advocating
for local communities within Auckland
Council.

warmed up with a rug and hay, and is
now recuperating with antibiotics and
pain relief.

“I’ve had her since she was a three-year-
old,” says Amanda. “She’s now in her
early 20s, and she’s everyone’s favourite.
I’m so lucky I've got her.”

Amanda has been inundated with
messages and phone calls from people
who have ridden Lola at her place over
the years.

“People have dropped in with carrots
and apples for her. She’s actually really
enjoying coming in and having a hard
feed morning and night, so she thinks
she’s very spoilt!”

It took three tonnes of rock to fill the
tomo after Lola was extracted.

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In January 2025, Charlie Gilchrist’s
life was turned upside down by a serious
car accident that left him with 18 broken
bones, a broken neck, brain bleeds and
collapsed lungs. He spent four weeks in
a coma, followed by six weeks in hospital
and another four weeks in rehabilitation.
Doctors warned his family that the
outcome could be severe, preparing his
mother for scenarios including permanent
disability or paralysis.

Yet little more than a year later, the
Whitford resident has managed to return
to work and complete his drain laying
qualification.

“They definitely weren’t expecting me
to get back to drain laying,” Charlie says.

Charlie grew up in Whitford with his
grandparents, mum and three siblings and
always wanted to become a tradie. He left
school midway through Year 12 to begin
an apprenticeship.

Charlie had early exposure to construction
through an uncle who runs a building
company, but it was drain laying that
really captured his interest.

“I tried drain laying and really enjoyed
it. No two days are the same and there’s
always something different to do.”

Working at Probuilt Earthworks in
Whitford, Charlie was progressing steadily
through his drain laying apprenticeship
with Skills Trades Training and was close
to completing his qualification when the
accident occurred. Charlie and a friend
were heading home from a night out when
their vehicle crashed into a ditch, with
emergency services taking four hours to
retrieve him from the wreckage. His friend
walked away without a scratch.

Charlie’s recovery was slow and filled
with challenges.

“At the start I couldn’t do anything - I
couldn’t even give a thumbs up with my
left hand.”

Despite setbacks, Charlie remained
focused on his goal.

Whitford apprentice defies odds to complete career qualification

“I always had it in my head that I was
going to finish my qualification.”

Throughout his recovery, Charlie was
supported by family, friends, his employer
and the team at Skills Trades Training,
who stayed connected and helped him
complete the remaining requirements once
he was ready to return to study.

Training Advisor Dan Pattison worked
closely with Charlie and the wider
Skills Trades Training team, alongside
Plumbing, Gas Fitting and Drain Laying
Tutor Matthew Baylis, who supported
him through his final two block courses
on campus.

For Dan, Charlie’s determination stood
out.

“Anyone who survives an accident with
the multiple injuries Charlie sustained is
remarkable in itself,” he says.

“It would have been very easy for him to
give up on a lot of things, but he didn’t.”

Dan says Charlie’s story highlights the
importance of pastoral care in vocational
training.

“Our role isn’t just about helping
someone complete a qualification,” he
says.

“It’s about building relationships and
supporting learners through whatever life
throws at them.”

Charlie officially completed his drain
laying qualification earlier this year. The
milestone was celebrated with a surprise

gathering organised by his mum and
Dan, bringing together family, friends,
workmates and his girlfriend.

“It meant so much to me to have everyone
there and to receive my qualification,” he
says.

Now back at work part-time, Charlie is
continuing his recovery while gradually
increasing his hours.

“I’'m working three days a week at the
moment and will move up to four soon.”

The experience has reshaped his outlook.

“I appreciate my health and everyone
around me and how much they care.”

Pohutukawa Coast Bike Club lands

The Pohutukawa Coast Bike Club
has received a $20,000 grant from the
Franklin Local Board, funding a major
rebuild of five trails within its Maraetai
Forest network.

Club president Callum Wilson says the
club owes a big thanks to the Franklin
Local Board.

“The money will go towards rebuilding
a number of trails that are getting a bit
worn out,” he says.

The grant forms part of a wider
fundraising push, with the club aiming
to raise significantly more to complete
the project.

“We hope to raise around $70K via club
subs and various funding applications
such as the council one,” says Callum.

Five trails are earmarked for rebuilding:
the technically demanding Grade 5 Ground
Effect; mixed-terrain Grade 4 Bazooka;
flow trail Grade 4 Tunnel Vision; flow and
jumps Grade 5 Screamers; and the more

accessible Grade 3 flow and jumps trail
Sweet As. Club members will continued to
carry out routine maintenance across the
wider network alongside the rebuild work.

Winter has arrived, making biking
conditions trickier. “The trails were
fantastic up until recently but we are
now into winter and around half our
trail network becomes pretty slippery
and challenging and generally not
recommended until it dries out. The other
half are usually pretty good after a day or
two of fine weather.”

The forest itself remains open to members
throughout winter.

Riders, walkers and runners should
note that the forest is private land.
Access requires club membership,
available at $75 per year for individuals,
$150 for families, or $10 for a day
pass. Passes can be purchased online at
pohutukawacoastbikeclub.com.

Aroha Funerals, which serves families
throughout the Pohutukawa Coast, has
seen a noticeable change in the way
people approach funerals.

The change is reflected in the choices
families are making. In 2024, 56% of the
families cared for by Aroha Funerals
chose a traditional funeral service.
